This checklist is only a general guideline for health and safety concerns. Detailed specifications regarding worker health and safety are found in OSHA Safety and Health Standards (29 CFR 1926\1910) published by the U.S. Department of Labor and the corresponding WISHA Rule WAC 296-62.  Worker safety rules of general application are also contained in the State of Washington General Safety and Health Standards, Chapter 296-24, published by the Department of Labor and Industries.  These standards are applicable to all workers using Weatherization and Home Repair funds.  Additional lead based paint questions may be added when the policies and procedures are fully developed.  The term “weatherization and repair staff” means members of the crew, auditors, inspectors, program managers, and anyone else who works “on-site” in the weatherization and home repair programs. 
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
